HISTORY OF
THE TWENTIETH CENTURY CLUB

in 1913, a group of ten girls, ranging in age from fen to twelve years,
organized a club. From those first meetings grew the Twentieth Century
Club, which has continued to function through two world wars, expand-
ing from a social to a service club.

The name, “Girls of 1913,” was originally used, but objections were
raised that the club might last longer than one year, and so the organ-
ization became the Twentieth Century Club.

The original members were: Helen Norpeil, president Elizabeth Kib-
ler, Laura Beggs, Dorothy Wilson, Hazel Colville, Anna Haynes, Mildred
Eade, Fulton Eade and Mildred Simson.

Bored with just belonging to a club with no purpose in view, these
young women decided to devote their time toward furnishing a baby
ward in the new hospital then being erected. Their first attempt was a
benefit garden party held at the home of Mary and Elizabeth Kibler,
which netted $60.00 toward the hospital project. Success brought con-
tinuation of the parties, and the money secured helped not only the baby
ward but also gave new equipment for the laboratory, X-ray machine,
the redecoration of parts of the hospital, and ‘the purchasing of new
furniture for the nurses’ home.

New members were added from time too time, and an annual tag day
was established. Profits ranged from $400 to $1,000 on those days.

In 1925 the club joined with Phi Sigma Chi Fraternity and Kiwanis
Club in giving the first Charity Ball and sponsoring a health camp for
under-privileged children and those who had tuberculosis contact. In
conjunction with other sponsors, the club has raised as much as $4,500
a year for that work. The club work now includes aiding in campaigns
for Community Chest, Red Cross, Christmas and Easter seals, and other
civic enterprises, but The Licking County Health Camp and the Newark
Hospital Baby Ward remain the two main projects.
