HISTORY OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY CLUB

In 1913, a group of ten girls, ranging in age from ten to
twelve years, organized a club. From those first meetings
grew the Twentieth Century Club, which has continued to
function through two world wars, expanding from a social to a
service club.

The name *‘Girls of 1913,” was originally used, but
objections were raised that the club might last longer than one
year, and so the organization became the Twentieth Century
Club.

The original members were: Helen Norpell, president;
Elizabeth Kibler, secretary-treasurer; Mary Kibler, Laura
Beggs, Dorothy Wilson, Hazel Colville, Anna Haynes, Mildred
Eade, Fulton Eade and Mildred Simpson.

In 1923 the club joined with Phi Sigma Chi Fraternity and
Kiwanis Club in giving the first Charity Ball and sponsoring a
health camp for underprivileged children and those who had
tuberculosis contact. In 1937 a musical variety show was
begun as a major moneymaking project. The production is
known as The Twentieth Century Flyer and is presented every
two years. For many years our membership was responsible
for the Special Gifts Division of The United Way. In 1977 The
Twentieth Century Club Cookbook was published and is being
distributed throughout the United States. In 1983 the
Twentieth Century Club and Moundbuilders Country Club
jointly held the First Annual Pro Am Golf Tournament.

With the proceeds from these projects we support Camp
0’Bannon and the Licking Memorial Hospital.
